• The lid, control panel, grease tray, bezels, knobs, temperature gauge, valves, regulator, �lex tubes, rotisserie 
burner, transformer, and all components of the lighting system. 

The following parts are covered for 3 years on all our current gas grill models: 

• The manifold, handle end caps, �lame tamers, heat shields, and warming rack.
